Results and assessment 

Policy relevance 

According the Croatian legislation fishing vessels over the 12 m length are considered as fishing vessels. Since 1998 Administration office for Maritime Fishing Industry inside Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Water Management has taken responsibility for the records on the number of fishing vessels and their equipment, based on issued licenses for engagement in professional fishing. For rational management of water resources is necessary to have duly information about fishing fleet capacity.  
Assessment

Number of vessels, power and capacity, during the period 1996.–2003., is increasing. This fact indicates that fishing effort and exploitation is moving from coastal to marine waters. Although the increasing number of vessels, catch of fish is not increasing (certain number of smaller fishing vessels is not appropriate for marine water fishing). Part of fishing vessels in summer period are often transformed and used in tourist purposes.
