Dear colleagues,

Please find attached Sweden’s updated report for 2001 under the Monitoring Mechanism (1999/296/EC) on Community CO2 and other greenhouse gas emissions. The report is based on background information from the Swedish EPA.

The national greenhouse gas inventory for the years 1990-2001 is submitted in the recommended UNFCCC Common Reporting Format (CRF) and in accordance with the reporting instructions in the Revised 1996 IPCC Guidelines for National Greenhouse Gas Inventories and Good Practice Guidance and Uncertainty Management in National Greenhouse Gas Inventories. The inventory accounts for all anthropogenic emissions of the greenhouse gases; CO2, CH4, N2O, HFCs, PFCs and SF6 as well as provisional data for NOX, CO, NMVOC and SO2. 

Some adjustments have been made in this submission as compared to our previous submission in December 2002. The energy sector data (except transport) have been updated with yearly energy data which are more robust than data reported earlier because they are based on a larger statistical sample. Data for the transport sector, i.e. emissions from diesel fuels have been corrected following a review of the data reported earlier. Complete information on all changes and updates can be found in the National Inventory Report.
