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Prof. Dr. Ahmet Mete Saatci received his Bachelor’'s Degree in Chemical Engineering from Middle
East Technical University (METU) in 1972. He obtained his MSc in the same field in 1973. Between
1973 and 1976, he worked as an assistant in the Department of Environmental Engineering at istanbul
Technical University (ITU) and in1979, he obtained his doctorate degree from lowa State University
in the field of Sanitary (Civil) Engineering where he worked as a research assistant. In 1979, he was
awarded an honorary research assistantship and continued his postdoctoral studies in University
College London. He worked at University of King Abdul Aziz between 1980 and 1990. During this time,
he worked in different water and wastewater collection, treatment projects and in research centers.
He was appointed as associate professor in 1985 and professor in 1991. In 1990, he started a new
Environmental Engineering Department in Marmara University in istanbul and served as the Head of
Department from 1990 to 2011. Since 2011, he is serving as the President of Turkish Water Institute
(SUEN).
