Clarification No 8 for open call for tenders:  

Framework contract(s) for the provision of communication services to the European Environment Agency (EEA) – (10 lots)

Reference number: EEA/COM/10/001

Question 1:
Reference: Tender specifications, section 9.3.5, Creative film production, Lot 5, B. 
The tender specifications state that filming may take place in the ‘Arctic and other remote and challenging areas’. Where shall we quote for travel costs to? Also as the quote for filming + travel is on a per day basis, we would need to know on average how many days travel is needed for every shoot day. For example it may be that a 5 day shoot is conducted in one location – this would make the averaged daily travel cost far lower than if we needed to travel every day of the shoot.

Answer 1:

As specified in the tender specifications under section 9.3.5 B, as amended by clarifications No 8, travel costs shall not be quoted.

The basis for filming on location will be an average of three days.
Question 2:

Reference: Tender specification sections 3.4, 6 and 9.3.5 and Annex 3 to the tender specifications 

A question was received as to the inclusion or exclusion of travel costs in the prices to be quoted under lot 5 concerning creative film production. 

Answer 2: 
Section 3.4 of the tender specifications (page 7) concerning the place of performance of the contract shall be replaced by the following (modifications are highlighted in blue):

3.4.
Place of performance of the contract: 

The contractor will operate from his own premises, at the EEA in Copenhagen or other venues depending on the task to be carried out. For any work carried out elsewhere than the contractor’s premises and EEA premises, travel costs will be reimbursed according to EEA’s standard rules and rate as per Annex 5 attached (Reimbursement of Travel expenses). 

In Section 6 of the tender specifications (page 9) concerning the price to be quoted, the last two paragraphs shall be replaced by the following (modifications are highlighted in blue):

The price tendered must be all‑inclusive (inter alia of administrative and travel costs, with the exception specified in section 3.4 above) and expressed in euro, including for countries that are not part of the euro zone. For tenderers in countries that do not belong to the euro zone, the price quoted may not be revised in line with exchange rate movements. It is for the tenderer to select an exchange rate and assume the risks or the benefits deriving from any variation.

The costs incurred in preparing and submitting tenders are borne by the tenderers and cannot be reimbursed.
Section 9.3.5.B of the tender specifications (page 16) concerning the award criteria on price for lot 5 – Creative film production shall be replaced by the following (modifications are highlighted in blue):

9.3.5. Creative film production – Lot 5 (TM/P 58/40)

B. Price (P) (max. 40 points)

Tenderers are requested to submit a financial offer giving (1) the daily price per film team, including all costs for equipment (light, camera, sound, etc …) but excluding travel costs, (2) the daily price for editing services, including costs for equipment but excluding  travel costs and (3) the daily price for development and editing of written stories, the total average of which will be taken into account for the price evaluation in function of the following formula: P = ((3 x P1)+ (2 x P2) + P3) / 3)), where:

P1 = daily price per film team on location including equipment; 

P2 = daily price for editing services including equipment; and

P3 = daily price for development and editing of written stories.

For that purpose, tenderers shall complete the price quotation attached as annex 3 to these tender specifications. 

Tenders will score points in function of the following formula: P = (Pmin/P) x 40, where:

Pmin = the price of the lowest tender received 

P = the price of the tender being considered

The contract will be awarded to the tenderer whose tender achieves the highest total score for technical merit and price (Σ TM + P). Should tenders obtain the same final score and tie for first place, the winning tender will be decided on the basis of the highest score achieved for price.
In Annex 3 to the tender specifications – Price quotation, the table for lot 5 on creative film production shall be replaced by the following (modification highlighted in blue):
