All services shall mainly be performed at the future contractor’s own premises, with occasional meetings at the
EEA’s premises in Copenhagen or at other locations for Copernicus ad hoc meetings.

EEA plays a key role in the development of the Copernicus services, in particular in the technical coordination of
the Copernicus Land Monitoring Service (CLMS). The thematic hotspot mapping of CLMS aims, complementary
to a more generic wall-to-wall mapping, to provide specific and detailed LC (land cover) and LU (land use)
information by addressing specific types of hotspots. CLMS is in close cooperation with Copernicus Marine
Environment Monitoring Service (CMEMS) to set up a monitoring system that addresses the complex situation
in coastal environments. The main scope of this tender is to implement the LCLU mapping of coastal areas with
the typical specifications of a thematic hotspot mapping product for the reference Years 2012 and 2018 and a
Corine Land Cover (CLC) coherent tailored nomenclature.
